Uploading:

After providing order form, the project manager will e-mail the URL address, user name and password so that you may upload your video, show logo or headshot and program description.

When all assets have been uploaded, your video will be reviewed and if everything looks good, moved to the live site. If there are any issues, you will be contacted before your video is moved to the live site.
IMPORTANT: Content must be “as originally aired.” No title cards.  Please remove all bars and tones, countdown and commercial blacks.  You may leave 1-2 seconds of black (if you’d like) to indicate the commercial breaks.

PLEASE NOTE: If they wish, actors and actresses may edit to their appearances only - all others must upload their video in its entirety – it may not be edited.
